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Audiences shriek for Scream 2

What's in a sequel? 
Is it better to have one-time se­

quel-less successes like Top Gun or 
Forrest Gump, or is there a higher 
level of satisfaction in an ongoing 
series like Star Wars, Rocky, or 
Nightmare on Elm Street? 

In Scream 2, a case can be made 
for both. Scream was touted by 
many as "the greatest movie of all 
time," but how can a sequel to the 
best better it's predecessor? 

DirectorWesCraven(Screamand 
WesCraven' sNewNightmare)and 
writer Kevin Williamson (/ Know 
What You Did Last Summer) make 
a valiant effort by producing possi­
bly this year's best film, but fall 
short of the performance of Scream. 

Scream 2 virtually repeats it's 
source, put this time with a whole 
new cast just waiting to be slaugh­
tered, a different ending, and inde­
structible stars Neve Campbell 
(playing college student Sidney 
Prescott) and Courteney Cox (as 
ornery television reporter Gale 
Weathers). BothCampbellandCox 
give award-worthy performances 
with their athleticism, great acting 
and, most of all, screaming. 

The film begins with the Gale 

Weathers book-inspired movie 
"Stab." 

As "Stab" begins, half of the 
crowd is jumping around the the­
ater wielding fake glow-in-the-dark 
knives in their glowing killer cos­
tumes. 

The killing spree was set to begin. 
The Scream 2 ·killing starts simi­

larly to that of Scream. Two fa­
mous actors are killed off in the 
first 15 minutes of the movie. In 
Scream, it was Drew Barrymore, 
but in Scream 2, it is couple Omar 
Epps and J ada Pinkett. 

With all of the costume-wearing 
movieg~rs, Epps and Pinkett are 
brutally murdered in broad public 
displays. The crowd thinks it is just 
a ploy to go along with the movie, 
but reality sets in just after the killer 
gets away (go figure). 

Then the film shifts back to the 
lives of its familiar characters, as 
the scene is now the college at which 
Sidney and admirer Randy Meeks 
(Jamie Kennedy) are enrolled, with 
a whole new cast of friends. Soon 
the news of the murders reaches 
Sidney's now-crippled (after being 
stabbed in Scream) friend Dewey

The Rainmaker a great 
movie, but a better book

"The Firm", "A Time to Kill" and 
now ''The Rainmaker." All of these 
thrilling books written by John 
Grisham have now become mov­
ies, with the latest of these being 
"The Rainmaker." 

In "The Rainmaker," Rudy 
Baylor (Matt Damon) is a college 
student who is ready to graduate 
from Memphis State who is ready 
to get his degree in law. Before he 
graduates, he meets his first clients 
in Buddy and Dot Black. Their son, 
Donny Ray (Jon Voight), is dying 
from acute leukemia and he could 
have been treated months ago for 
his disease. However, his claims 
were denied by their new insurance 
company, called Great Benefit. 

The Blacks have been perfect on 
paying their bills and after eight 
letters of denial, Mrs. Black (Mary 
Kay Place) consults Baylor in a 
meeting of Rudy's class, where he 
meets his frrst clients. 

Now, Rudy and his associate Deck 
(Danny DeVito), are ready to go to 
court and they plan to sue Great 
Benefit, who are represented by the 
best law firm in Memphis. Trent & 
Brent has the best defense team in 
the state, headed by Leo F. 
Drummond (Micky Rourke) and 
Rudy is a fresh rookie. His luck is 
amazing, as he stumbles onto the 
greatest conspiracy in America. 

The book has Rudy going through 
tough luck and finally getting past 
the bar, getting fired, going through 
bankruptcy and finally finding a 
frrm of his own. All of this happens 

after his third boss, Bruiser Stone, 
was caught skimming money and 
ran away to a foreign country. 

Rudy's luck seems to change 
·when the judge for his trial dies and 
the new judge is his good friend, 
Tyrone Kipler (Danny Glover). 
What Rudy finds is amazing and 
there are twists in the story that no 
one expects. 

The differences between the book 
and the movie are huge. The movie 
excludes the importance of Rudy's 
good friend Brooker, his mentor 
and they destroyed the evidence 
gathering process. 

"The Rainmaker" was directed 
by Francis Ford Coppola, who also 
directed "The Godfather," "The 
Godfather, Part II" and ''The God­
father, Part lll." 

I prefer the book to the movie. 
The movie cut a lot out of the book

Craven then offers up confusion 
by presenting an extremely large 
cast, and making everyone a sus­
pect. Thrown into the fray are: 
Sidney's new best friend Hallie 
(Elsie Neal, from MaLcoLm X), her 
new boyfriend Derek (Jerry 
O'Connell) and his film school 
friend ·Mickey (Timothy 
Olyphant), _her drama teacher 
(David Warner, from Tron), the 
police chief (Lewis Arquette), 
Gale's new cameraman, (her first 
one had his throat slashed in 
Scream) played by Duane Martin 
andsomeditzysorority girls(Sarah 
Michael Gellar, from/ Know What 
You Did Last Summer and TV's 
"Buffy the Vampire Slayer,"Portia 
De Rossi, from Sirens and Rebecca 
Gayheart, from television drama 

"Beverly Hills 90210"). 
Some of these characters are then 

harassed by the familiar, scratchy 
voice and it's creepy conversations 
created with lines like, "What's your 
favorite scary movie?" 

Williamson takes time for nearly 
every character to have some evi­
dence against them. Everyone from 
the cameraman to Dewey, even Gale 
is at one time or another portrayed 
as the killer. 

The last two characters mixed 
substantially into the plot are a per­
sistent local newspaper reporter 
(played by Laurie Metcalf from 
JFK, and telev-ision sitcom 
"Roseanne")andSidney'soldnem­
esis Cotton Weary (Leiv Schreiber), 
whom she accused of being the 
killer in Scream. Sidney's accusa­
tions had caused Cotton to be put in 
jail for a short time, and now he is 
out to clear his name. 

Both actors play their roles ex­
ceptionally, adding to the all-star 
cast. 

By the end of the movie, the sur­
vivors combine to produce one of 
the most shocking and amazing 
endings ever. It is ironically simi­
lar, but yet drastically different in 

its own ways to that of Scream. 
There are some "guidelines" that 

Scream 2 does follow, though. It 
contains "rules to sequels," as stated 
by Randy, and all of them are fol­
lowed. Included are a bigger bud­
get (crashed cars, demolished stages 
and stage equipment, use of a col­
lege campus), more horrifying 
murders (more blood and gore) and 
more dramatic shock scenes (when 
the killer appears out of nowhere) 
are all present, along with another 
original and astonishing ending. 

Scream 2 may have all of those 
advantages, but it is a sequel. Other 
than perhaps Terminator 2, gener­
ally very few sequels have fared 
better then their originals. 

That is the case and point here as 
Scream is the better film, but Scream 
2 will be a classic, definitely one of 
the top movies of this year. 

No one could have expected 
something better than Scream, as it 
was clearly a superior production, 
but Scream 2 comes about as close 
as anyone could have thought. 

Although I gave Scream a full 
four stars, Scream 2 is better than 
any three-and-a-half star film out
